Pantoprazole (80 mg) Dual Release Gastro-
Resistant Tablets

Description:

Pantoprazole is a proton pump inhibitor (PPI) that
reduces the amount of acid produced in the
stomach. It is commonly used for the treatment and
management of acid-related disorders.

Composition:
Each tablet contains:

« Active ingredient: Pantoprazole sodium
sesquihydrate equivalent to 80 mg of
pantoprazole.

strongly inhibit CYP2C19 without medical
supervision.

Warnings and Precautions:

e Long-term use of PPIs may increase the risk
of hypomagnesemia, fractures, or
Clostridium difficile infection.

o Use with caution in patients with severe
hepatic impairment or those taking high
doses for extended periods.

Side Effects:
Common side effects include:

e Headache

e Diarrhea

« Nausea or vomiting
e Abdominal pain

Rare but serious side effects:

o Allergic reactions, including anaphylaxis

e Severe skin reactions (e.g., Stevens-Johnson
syndrome)

e Hypomagnesemia with prolonged use

Drug Interactions:

e May reduce the absorption of medications
dependent on acidic gastric pH (e.g.,
ketoconazole, atazanavir).
